A: Registration opens September 15, 2010 and you can either register by mail or register on-line.

Q: How much will registration cost for the 2011 Triennial Gathering?

A: Registration will be $299 up to and through December 31, 2010. Beginning January 1, 2011,
registration will be $325. If you have pre-registered at the gathering in Salt Lake City in 2008 you paid a
non-refundable pre-registration fee of $225. Registration fees for spouses, partners and children have
not yet been set, but reduced fees for these categories will be offered.
