It is held at Asilomar which is located in Pacific Grove, California, nestled 
on the coast between Monterey and Carmel.  The setting is perfect for re-creation, relaxation 
and reflection. 
  
Our theme verse is Isaiah 55.3a, “Incline your ear, and 
come to me; listen, so that you may have life.”  Our retreat leader will be Jane Strohl, professor 
at Pacific Lutheran Theological Seminary in Berkeley.
